refusing to die. A bold step would be to stop forcing peo-
ple to choose between living and dying, to allow dying to
be health's rightful twin, to stop trying to measure quality
of life at the end of a person's life and start advocating for
quality of death. A bold step for palliative care would be
for us to begin asking something of ourselves that the
patients and the families and the employers and the cul-
ture will not ask: to make a dying centered model of care
for dying people. That is what this keynote will propose.
